Land Art
Objectives:

 

Gain an idea of what land art is?

Design your own piece of land art as a group.

Method:

Look at some land art

Look at pictures. 

Examples include Andy Goldworthy who uses materials he finds and no tools! 

 

Go out into the woods as a team and find a place to work. 

Can you find an interesting place?

You might find a really old tree or a fallen one, a stream or hidden hollow.

Explore 

Spend ten minutes looking around your site.

What can you see? 
Are there any trees or natural features that suggest a subject to you?
Look at the trees and leaves and all the different colours and shapes you may find?
What is the groundcover?
What else is growing here - trees and ground cover plants?
How does the place make you feel? Is it a happy place, or a scary place
What animals and creatures (maybe even people) might live here? 
Collect

Collect materials to make your art. 
What materials are there? Look up and down. 
Are there any sticks, leaves, stones, conkers etc that could be used to create patterns or shapes?

Decide what to make

Work as a group to decide what you are going to make and how. 
What are you going to make?
What materials are you going to use?
What is each person going to do? – are there subsidiary parts so the design?

Make your sculpture

Land Art is making art and sculptures using natural materials you find in the a particular place , such as leaves, fir cones, twigs, pebbles, rocks, sand and shells. Many only last a short time. 


Land Artists try to learn about nature by making art out of natural things that they find.
